Ear Cytology: 
A microscopic evaluation for your kitten to detect 
ear mites or bacterial infection. 

Core Vaccines: 

Rabies Vaccine; Feline Viral Rhinotracheitis, 
Calicivirus, and Panleukopenia (FVRCP).  It is essen-
tial for your kitten to receive a series of three 
FVRCP boosters between the ages of 8 to 16 
weeks.  A rabies vaccine should be administered at 
16 weeks of age. 

Non-Core Vaccines: 

Bordetella (kennel cough), Feline Leukemia, FIP and 
FIV boosters are recommended if your kitten fits 
certain criteria.  Ask your technician if your kitten 
is at risk. 

Heartworm Combination Prevention: 

Doesn’t only protect against heartworms, but also 
prevents roundworms, hookworms, fleas and ear 
mites too!  Three doses are included in this pack-
age. 

Pre-Anesthesia Diagnostic Screen: 

Complete Blood Count (blood cells, platelets—
checks for infection & anemia), Blood Chemistry 
(liver, kidney, diabetes screen) .  These tests help 
us detect potential problems before your kitten 
undergoes anesthesia. 

Spay/Neuter/Two Foot Declaw Surgery: 

Pre-Surgical Physical Examination, Pre-operative 
pain injection, Placement of IV and administration 
of fluids, General Anesthesia, Hospitalization, Surgi-
cal Monitor, Two Foot Declaw, Ovariohysterec-
tomy or Castration, Antibiotic Injection.
